Our special event for February was a presentation on Datsun Racing, a 

personal history by Marcelo Vercelli, Saturday evening, February 27 at 

Park Place Ltd. in Bellevue. 

A huge thanks to Dave Firestone for convincing Marcelo to come talk and 

to Tana Bryan for organizing food, drinks, and desserts. It was a fun event 

with great pictures and stories to go with them. The turnout was estimated 

to be around 40, including NWDE members and ZCCW (Z-club) mem-

bers. 

Marcelo presented a slide show and commentary that was engaging and 

fascinating. Carlos Vercelli, Marcelo s father, is a Datsun parts & service 

guy from the early days of Datsun in the. Marcelo and Carlos assembled 

historic photos from Carlos  racing days including Datsuns and vintage 

race cars.  

Carlos now lives in Anaheim CA and has a tall windshield Datsun Road-

ster with a Nissan FJ20 (!) engine running Mikuni 44s. It has all wheel disc 

brakes, a rebuilt dash (not covered, actually professionally restored), per-

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fect interior and so much other beautiful work. Carlos is from Argentina 

and was involved in racing there, including working on a vintage Alfa Ro-

meo grand prix car. He came to the US in the 1960s and went to work for 

Nissan Motor Company in USA. 

It has 

been a three year project and the final result is derived from at least three 

different 510s and a huge barter & swap program to obtain the final, best 

parts for the project.

Three NWDEists had fun driving at the Autocross and Convertible Enthu-

siasts (ACE) slush autocross in sunny Shelton, Washington on February 

21: Mark Mullen, Randy Ayers, and Mary Lee. Tana also came by to ob-

serve, take pictures, and meet people. The course was designed by a 

Miata/911/TR6/505Turbo owner, so it was a wonderful course for small 

and nimble cars. You don't need no steenkin' turbo to do well here. With 

151 entrants getting four runs, it is easily the best attended autocross at 

Shelton's Sanderson Field for both 2009 and 2010 thus far. It doesn't hurt 

that Kapowsin Air Sports is also located at Sanderson Field, and if you 

ever get bored, you just look up to see people in parachutes plummeting, 

er jumping, to the ground. 

  

Mark drove Pete Sprenger's blue 1972 240Z to a first place trophy in the 

Novice AM class with a best time of 60.790 seconds. In the afternoon, he 

enjoyed seeing his 1971 240Z being driven at its limits by Gil Wold 

(55.180 seconds) and Pete (53.119 seconds).

Autocross is a timed precision driving event on a course outlined by cones 

or lines. The fastest person to get to the finish without hitting any cones or 

missing any gates wins. Cars are separated into classes by type of car 

and preparation of the car such as adding superchargers, turbochargers, 

strut towers modifications, coilover springs, and race tires or removing 

seats, windshields, interior, or power steering. The guidelines about how 

you can prep your car are in the WWSCC rulebook:

Scroll down and click where it says "For the rest of the videos..." Near the 

bottom of the NWDE playlist, there's a video named Nissan 300zx tt at 

Shelton autocross , which Mary took on her cell phone on February 7. It'll 

give you an idea of the scale of the site and how the course is set up. For 

in-car footage, see the video called Karl driving the MR2 at Packwood. 

Karl is driving the 1993 Toyota MR2 (naturally aspirated) that he sold to 

Mary (and that since been sold to a guy in Eastern WA), and Randy is 

sitting in the passenger seat.  

 

Why Hold Autocross Events? 

There are two reasons for holding autocrosses. 

1. Continue the history of fun NWDE autocrosses. The Clothing Op-

tional WWSCC championship event goes back to the early 80s. The 

earliest event results that are still online date from 1995: http://
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NWDE Autocross Primer 
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www.wwscc.org/event_results/1995/wwscc6.html. Datsun/Nissan 

drivers at that event include Jim Froula in a 1968 510 and Alan in a 

1972 510, both in the IC class. In the IMS class, Gordon drove a 

1991 Sentra and Craig Russell drove a 1971 510. In the Novice 

class, Dean Kuhn drove a 1986 300ZX, Michael was in a 1971 510, 

Paul Richer drove a 1971 240Z, Tim Nevins appeared in a 1970 

240Z, John Smith drove a 1966 Roadster, and Willie Engerson drove 

a 1972 240Z. Two more drivers included Clete Roberts in a 1968 

2000, and Diane Kuhn in a 1986 300ZX. 

2. Raise money so that the membership fees can stay low and the club 

can continue to pay for the annual banquet or social events. For ex-

ample, 150 preregistered entrants @ $25/ea raises $3750 in total 

revenue. Expenses include site rental ($285), trophies ($200), renting 

timing equipment and cones ($295 from BEAC), $50 for wristbands, 

and $20 worth of paper to print timing cards. The net income would 

be almost $3000 for one day of work. However, because NWDE has 

not had a championship event since 2006, we have to prove that we 

still remember how to run an event by hosting a practice first. At first, 

I was thinking we could hold a practice in 2010 and a championship 

event in 2011, but dates have shifted and we could do both: practice 

on 4/4 and a championship event on 10/2. ACE is holding their cham-

pionship event on 10/3, and UWFSAE is holding theirs on 10/24, so 

NWDE wouldn't even be the last event of the year. 

Responsibilities 

Here are the shared responsibilities to run an autocross event. Each chief 

can recruit their own team of workers from the general autocross commu-

nity to help complete the following tasks: 

· Chief of Registration: takes money, checks drivers' licenses, sells

rulebooks, and hands out timing cards 

· Chief of Workers: assigns work assignments to competitors 

· Chief of Timing: sets up timing cables and equipment and recruits tim-

ing workers 

· Chief of Tech: checks wheel bearings, gas pedals (especially on Toyo-

tas), throttle cables, and battery tie-downs 

· Chief of Waivers: has everyone sign a waiver before they can set foot 

on site and gives them a wristband indicating that they've signed the 

waiver 

· Chief of Course: designs a course (or shares one with another club) 

and sets up course 

· Chief of Grid: lines up cars in grid 

· Chief of Teardown: tells course workers to stack cones at the end of 

the day and the entire club helps with putting cones back on the trailer 

or van
