Robin and I met a few years ago. She cars all over the place. Somehow, 

she put this little white Roadster in my driveway. At first I failed to ac-

knowledge it. If the cover blew off, I might put it back on. That car sat 

there patiently waiting. One day Robin said all the roadsters and parts 

were going to Guy Selle in Centralia, Wa. And that he was going to sell it 

all and they would split the profits. Well, I had a hard time with that. That 

little car had been around awhile and it had kind of grown on me. Guy and 

Robin took the car away while I was at work. I got home that night and 

there was an empty spot in my driveway.
